What's New

Freshmen Kyle Downey and Owen Wignot appear as if they will make a serious
impact this season despite the return of Siena's veteran rotation. Downey was
recruited as a shooting guard and can score from the perimeter, but he will add
depth at point guard as well. In his debut, Downey was second on the team with
14 points, converting 7-8 from the foul line. Wignot is a combo forward and a
superb athlete who has shown the ability to fill in on the inside when needed. He
scored eight points and grabbed seven rebounds against Boise State and is shoot-
ing 50% from 3-point range this season. Both players are averaging double-figure
minutes.
